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sink where the stream from the spring sinks.
The pit has a “probably” climbable entrance
drop of about 5 meters. It then slopes steeply
to the west. Sometime in the late 1960s Wil-
liam Russell sketched what he could see
from the entrance without actually entering
the cave.

Cueva del Agua de Tanzozob No. 29

Cueva del Agua de Tanzozob is 3 kilometers
west of La Linja along the trail to Tanzozob.
The entrance is about 5 meters south of the
trail, on the left side, and is somewhat con-
cealed by vegetation. The cave is about 100
meters long. The passage varies from 2 to 3
meters high and from 3 to 10 meters wide.
Some formations and small pools of water are
present. Near the entrance a short side pas-
sage goes to the left. This cave was explored

and sketched by Jerry Broadus, Bill Calvert,
and William Russell in December 1968. The
name is used locally.

Sótano del Agua No. 30
Tanzozob
Depth: 5 meters

This small pit is on the northwest edge of La
Linja, 7 kilometers north of Tamapatz. It is
about 5 meters deep and is used as a water
supply for the rancho. Jerry Broadus, Bill
Calvert, and William Russell saw this en-
trance in December 1968, but did not explore
it. It is a locally used name.

Sótano de La Linja No. 31
(Sigui Jol, PESO 028)

Sótano de La Linja is located 1000 meters
north-northwest of La Linja and 400 meters
south of Sótano de la Huasteca. It is at the
base of a hill northeast of a trail and the
edge of a field. The entrance is 25 meters by
35 meters and is a 55-meter free drop. The
lip is covered with vegetation, and the pit
bells out after 7 meters into a breakdown-
floored chamber 55 by 120 meters. Massively
bedded limestone is visible in the walls.
Dense vegetation covers the floor under the
entrance. On the south end is a flat area of
guano sediments. Two-thirds of the floor is
breakdown covered, with ferns and broad-
leaf plants up to 3 meters tall. A large shelf
of old flowstone hangs on the northwest wall.
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
